Checklist

CAMP GUIDELINES:

e Never leave camp or activity areas without permission

e All aclivities must be supervissd by an instructor and a teacher
e Listen to and follow instructors’ guidelines and instructions
e Closed in shoss and a hat must be worn at all times

e Respect male and female areas. Enter no room other than your
own

e Respect the natural environment. Please use the bins provided
and do not damage the bush.

e No pocket knives, glass, or valuables please (this includes iPods,
mobile phones, etc)

e All accidents/damage to equipment must be reported. Wilful
damage must be paid for by the individuals involved

e The food is plentiful, so please refrain from bringing lollies etc. No
gum please.

GEAR CHECKLIST:

e Sleeping bag and pillow

¢ Water Botile

e Raincoal / Wet weather gear (regardless of forecast)
® Hat .

e Sunscreen

® Day Pack (small back pack for day walks etc))

e Torch

o Toiletries

e Insect Repellent

e Towels (2)

e Camera (optional)

e Respect others after lights out. There should be no need to leave

your dorm / cabin after lights out

e Every group is responsible for the ongoing cleanliness of their

rooms, and the camp in general,

e Do not tamper with Fire Fighting equipment. Damage will incur a

minimum charge to the individual of $280.

® Do not enter out of bounds areas detailed upon arrival

e Drink water only from the identified tank & carry a water bottle filled

before each activity

* Please do not run around the campsite

e Fires are to be lit only by instructors in designated camp fire areas

e Swimming is only allowed when supervised by a camp instructor

e Activities are only to be accessed during allocated activity time

¢ Sturdy closed-in shoes (to be worn at all times while at camp -
thongs / sandals are not appropriate for day wear)

e 2nd OLD pair of closed-in shoses in case your shoes get wet

e T-Shirts

® Shorts (suitable for harness wear)

e Underwear and socks

¢ Long pants (appropriate for the season)

e Jumpers / Jackets (appropriate for season)

e Pyjamas

e Garbage Bag for Wet / Dirty Clothes
